Top Tips for Good Bus Use

• Don’t press the emergency buttons on 
the bus.

• Don’t throw anything at the bus.

• Don’t open the windows on the bus.



Top Tips for Good Bus Use

• Don’t distract the driver whilst the bus is 
moving.

• Be polite to the driver and other 
passengers.

• Don’t run on the bus, WALK.



Top Tips for Good Bus Use

• Be careful when boarding and getting 
off the bus.

• If you see someone misbehaving on the 
bus, tell someone about it.

• Don’t leave litter or rubbish lying about 
on the bus.

Bus Vandalism

Do you know what vandalism is?



• Throwing objects at a bus
• Smashing windows & exterior panels
• Damaging interior panels
• Graffiti
• Spitting
• Damaging seats
• Food & Drink
• Littering

What is VANDALISM ?



Just a bit of broken glass?

• Approximately 200 windows a year are 
smashed at a total cost of £72,000.

• Also, £700 a week spent replacing 
damaged and vandalised seats.

• Paintwork and glass defaced and 
scratched.



What’s the Total Cost?

On average, vandalism costs 
First in Aberdeen between 

£75,000 - £100,000 per year.
