Changes to services in Weston and North Somerset from 10 May 2009

In Weston-super-Mare, we have had a fundamental review of our network, and will be making changes to our Monday to Saturday daytime services.   The new network is designed to be more:

· Simple and easy-to-understand

· Streamlined  

· Reliable – timetables will be changing and extra time added to allow for traffic congestion

From May 10, your new town bus services on Monday to Saturday daytimes will be:

· Service 1  Railway Station – Sand Bay  (No change)

· Service 3 Worle (Sainsburys) – Searle Crescent via Railway Station

· Service 5  Worle (Sainsburys) – Uphill

· Service 7 Worle (Sainsburys) – Oldmixon

· Service 14 Worle – Town Centre
Some customers will get more buses but we will no longer serve certain roads and also Ebdon Grounds*, Hutton* and the South Road area.  This has been decided only after extensive monitoring has shown low customer use – for example, only 1 person per day on average travels between South Road and the General Hospital by bus. 

We want our buses and drivers to be used for the benefit of as many people as possible, which is why we are making these changes.  We think this new network for Weston represents a positive step in providing a reliable and sustainable service for our customers. 

* these will continue to be served on journeys subsidised by North Somerset Council in the evening and on Sundays.

· In Bournville, there will be a more consistent service, with one service number instead of the three different ones used now (3/13/14).

· The overall timetable will be changing to improve reliability.  

· There will be twice as many buses serving the Railway Station and Asda, with the overall frequency along the route being up to every 15 minutes (Mon-Sat)

· Station Road, Clovelly Road and Tamar Road in Preanes Green and Drove Road (Between Winterstoke Road and Brighton Road) will no longer be served.

· Walford Avenue will in future be served by service 14

· First will no longer serve South Road or Hutton*

· We have informed North Somerset Council about this change and they may choose to ask bus operators to bid to run a replacement service

	      Service 5  Worle (Sainsburys) – Uphill

· Buses serving these areas have been simplified into one service, replacing 4 different services (5/5A/5C/350).  The frequency will be up to every 20 minutes (Mon – Sat)
· The overall timetable will be changing to improve reliability
· All buses will operate between Worle Sainsbury’s and the General Hospital

· The route is being simplified in Uphill with all buses operating via Ellesmere Road and Links Road 

· In Milton, all buses will operate via Church Road. 

· Hutton, Ebdon Grounds and Balmoral Way in Milton and Old Church Road (between Ellesmere Road and Uphill Way) will no longer be served in the daytime (Mon- Sat).

· Route extended in the Pastures Avenue area via Walford Avenue and Wansbrough Road to finish at Worle Sainsbury’s. This will cover areas that were previously part of service 3A and 3C.   

· Bournville to be served by revised service 3

· Bleadon Hill and Winterstoke Road will no longer be served in the daytime (Monday - Saturday)




In the evenings and on Sundays and Bank Holidays, services are generally subsidised by North Somerset Council, and are slightly different than in the daytime. The numbers of some of these services are changing to reflect the difference in routes to the main daytime buses. However, there are no other significant changes.
